Positive Story of Nagpur Rural Police
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Inter-state gang busted in laptop theft case;
464 laptops worth Rs 419 crore recovered

IN A major breakthrough, the
Parseoni Police and the Local
Crime Branch (LCB) of Nagpur
Rural Police have cracked a high-
value laptop theft case and
arrested one accused linked to
the crime. During the operation,
police recovered 464 stolen lap-
tops and other property worth
more than Rs 4.19 crore.

The case was registered at
Parseoni Police Station on May
9 after transport businessman
Pritam Lalsingh Dhillon, a resi-
dent of Rewari district in
Haryana, approached the police
with a complaint.

According to investigators,
Dhillon’s transport companyhad
been assigned by Blue Dart to
transportaconsignment ofelec-
tronic goods from Chennai to
Bilaspur. The shipment includ-
ed 641 laptops and tablets val-
ued at Rs 5.71 crore, along with
LED diffuser equipment worth
Rs6,000. The goods were loaded
intoacontainer truck (RJ-03/JE-
1212). Police said, the truck was
being driven by Arshad Subedin
Khan, while Sajid AslufKhanwas
working as the cleaner. During
the journey, the duo allegedly
stopped the vehicle near Ashu
Dhaba on National Highway 44
atKhandala-Dumrivillageunder
thejurisdiction of ParseoniPolice
Station and stole the costly elec-
tronic goods.

Police teams were sent to
Rajasthanalongwithlocal police
personnel, but the driver and
cleaner had already vanished.

Policethen launched aninten-
siveweek-longsearch operation
across the Nuh, Mewat and
Bharatpur regions of Rajasthan
and Haryana.

Investigators relied on CCTV
footage, technical evidence and
information gathered through
local sources to track down the

suspects.
During the investigation,
police identified another

accused, Azharuddin alias
Hazaruddin Idris, as one of the
key members involved in the
conspiracy. With the help of
Rajasthan Police, he was
detained and questioned. During
interrogation, he allegedly con-
fessed to his role in the crime.
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Police recovered 464 stolen
laptopsworth Rs4.14 crore from
his possession. They also seized
a Maruti Suzuki Baleno car,
allegedly used in the offence.
Altogether, property worth Rs
4.19 crore hasbeen recovered so
far. Police said the arrested
accused has a criminal back-
ground and is believed to be
involved in several serious
offences across Rajasthan and
other states. Police have identi-
fied seven more accomplices in
the case, taking the total num-
ber of accused to nine. Efforts
are currently underway to trace
and arrest the remaining
accused, while the case is under
active investigation. The arrest
was made under the guidance of
Superintendent of Police (SP) Dr
Harssh Poddar and Addl SP Anil
Mhaske.
